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Mountain Line Bus Fares Reduced for Seniors 

The Mountain Line Transit Authority is pleased to announce a new, additional reduced rate service for seniors and Medicare cardholders.  Under the Authority’s continuing initiative to make transportation more affordable for seniors, Mountain Line is reducing it Gold Card fare from $0.50 cents to $0.35 cents, effective May 1, 2003.  This change provides a 53% rate reduction for Gold Card customers.  Persons age 62 or older or Medicare cardholders are eligible to complete a simple, one page application for a Gold Card.  Gold Card members present their Card to bus drivers when they board and they need only pay a $0.35 cent fare instead of the normal $0.75 cent fare.  Based on the Authority’s initial 33% Gold Card discount program, this additional reduction is expected to cover the program’s costs through increased ridership among program participants.

Applications must be submitted in person at the Authority’s Depot Office at 185 Garrett Street along with a photo ID.
